» » Docent-Guided Visits

Offered Tuesday-Friday at 10:00 a.m., 11:00 a.m., noon, and 1:00 p.m.

Docent-guided visits allow groups of ten or more students to learn about the Museum’s encyclopedic
collections and special exhibitions, with topics ranging from The Classical World to Contemporary Art.

Led by trained volunteers, these visits encourage critical and creative thinking while allowing students

to form meaningful connections with works of art through close looking and interactive gallery experiences,
including sketching, writing, and group discussion.

Docent-guided visits are free when scheduled at least three weeks in advance. For a list of tour topics,
or to request a visit, go to DallasMuseumofArt.org/Tours.
